MATCH RULES
ALL ROUTES OPEN TO  PARTICIPANTS WITH A MANDATORY 
INTERFEDERAL CARD (halieutical stamp) : private sector

Size Limits for Predators :

- Pikes : 60 cm

- Zanders : 50 cm

- Mullets : 20 cm

- Eels forbidden
Provide for 1 measuring tape : several mullets < regulatory dimensions

ANGLING ROUTE

Depth : A-B-C-D : 1,5 m to 4,50 m  depending on areas – average between 2.5m and 2.8m 
Width : A-B-C-D :  40 to 60m approx. – E :Acheneau river between 20 to 30m

Sailing : No sailing on the Martinière nor Champ neuf A-B-C rowing-kayak D and sailing E 
significant locking depending on the amount of rain in the last few days or storm at the time of the 
match. Water level stability depends on tide. 
(Variation more or less significant depending on tide ratio and pluviometry on previous days) 
You may need wellingtons and a weed cutter for clearing the pegs
Main fish : skimmers, breams, catfish, crucians, carps roaches, mullets

A/B/C/D : vehicles nearby– easy access – no trolley Area A LE

PELLERIN -MARTINIERE – crêpe restaurant – nautical base
Area B LE PELLERIN - MARTINIERE - CHAMP NEUF – LES MASSES

Groundbaits : 15 litres   Live baits : 1,5 litres including 1/2 litre of bloodworms at most 
Don't forget to prepare your bait in boxes before the start of the checking.
